Á Undergraduate students must 

have an overall 2.5 GPA. 
 
Á Teacher Credential students must 

have an overall 3.0 GPA. 
 

Á Graduate students must have an 
overall 3.0 GPA. 

What happens after 
you apply for an APLE? 
 
CSAC will monitor your 
progress through your 
school until your 
teaching credential is 
completed. You are 
required to send CSAC a 
photocopy of your 
credential once you 
have completed your 
teacher credential. If 
you are eligible for the 
APLE, a Teacher 
Compliance Form will be 
sent to you from CSAC.
